A few things to note in this photo. First you will see | left the shrink wrap on right down to the plate which is at
ground level, this ensures no concrete will splash on the visible part of the base, or possibly nick the
powdercoating with the shovel.

Secondly note the green post level, these are very inexpensive and work great, around $5 at any hardware store.
Keep it as high as possible on the base. However | still recommend using a 4' level for the final check.

Also note the 1x2 tripod legs. They are more evident in the next photo. Cut 2 1x2's to about 36", drill a 1/2 inch
hole a few inches from the top of each one, and bolt them through the base with a 1/2 x 3-1/2" bolt. This will give
the base more stability and make it easier to level up while the concrete is wet.
